CONTEXT
This sequence corresponds to the beginning of the academic year.  Students have been studying French since Year 7. There are 17 x second language learners in this group, 12 of whom are boys and 5 girls. There is one student with learning difficulties. There are a couple of students for whom this level is too easy, but the school does not offer an advanced program. There are 3 newly arrived students to the class, from a different school, whose level is unclear. 
Lessons are single periods of 45 minutes. Students have French twice a week. The program is content-based. The school is public in a metropolitan area and offers Chinese and French. The school is considering starting an exchange program with France and China.

‘Find out what is wrong with these expressions and fix it’. On the board there is a list of incorrect phrases and clauses used by students in the assignment.

· Teacher writes on the board the plan for the lesson

· Greetings & Roll call 

· Correction of mistakes made by students in the assignment task. The assignments will be returned toward the end of the lesson. 1 Extension student is the scribe. Students write down the corrections.

· New topic = ‘La bonne nourriture’ / Good food.

· Brainstorm. French food

Extension student acts as a scribe of the words the class knew.

· Listening activity: Students listen the list of food in the trolley and try to identify it in the picture, as they listen (Appendix A)

· Speaking activity. In pairs, student 1 gives a number in French; student 2 says the name of the food in French.

      Ext= Without the book

· Preparation for the reading activity. Teacher reads the explanation of the situation in French and asks students to look for the gist of the text: Why is a journalist in the supermarket? Who is the interviewee? What is the conversation about? What type of text is this?(Interview)
· Reading activity. Out loud. Teacher asks students, who were making pronunciation mistakes, to read the interview.

· Correction of pronunciation

· Choral repetition

· Teacher goes over the questions in the interview and asks students to translate the general gist Also to underline the nouns for food learnt previously.

· Setting of homework: Watch the video in Edmodo , under the tab Y10French titled ‘Les petit magasins’/ Small businesses (*)
